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Reconsideration of the Development of Chinese Wushu
from the Perspective of Face Psychology:
On the Influence of Social Orientation

Abstract: As a kind of deep rooted native psychological cognition, “face” has a profound influence on
Chinese people’s thought beliefs, value orientation, living habits etc. Chinese Wushu can not avoid
bearing the mark of “face psychology”. This article analyzes a variety of the phenomena of “face psy-
chology” in Chinese Wushu by using the methods of literature, comparison and logical analysis, and
discusses the face misconception of the development of Chinese Wushu from the perspective of family
orientation, self orientation and others orientation. It is noted that Chinese Wushu should adhere to
the concept of “entering the Olympic Games”, but that should not be the highest pursuit; it should
correctly view the differences in similarities between Chinese and foreign sports and abandon the mis-
understanding of viewing as merits and demerits; the return of multiple value should be advocated and
combative ability is not the only symbol of Chinese Wushu.
