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Sino—Russia Cross—border Higher Education:
Situation, Problems and Reflections

Abstract: In the context of the “Belt and Road” initiative, Sino-Russia cross-border higher
education has ushered in a historical opportunity. The cross-border flows of international students
in two countries have grown significantly. However, there are some problems, such as uncertain
growth in the number of international students, the excessive concentration of Sino-foreign edu-
cational programs and institutions, the inequality in the input and output of educational re-
sources, and the low level of participation of the top-universities. In the next stage, China and
Russia should design the top-level cross-border higher education and establish a strategic and
long-term cooperative relationship. It needs to optimize the allocation of educational resources
and enhance the complementary strengths of cooperative advantages, to expand the breadth and
depth of cooperation areas, and to make effectively guarantee and enhance the quality of coop-
erative education. Sino-Russia cross-border education should be given full play as it holds a
great potential.
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
